History Through Film is a year-long course designed to expose students to an alternative approach to the study and analysis of history
through the eyes of films, documentaries, music, political cartoons, and photography. Students will be expected to analyze and reflect
on the various media via written response, Socratic Seminars, point/counterpoint discussions, and debates.

The promise offered in America’s founding
documents prompted many groups within
the country to seek fulfilment of those
ideals through reform groups that addressed
the nation’s shortcomings, including
women’s rights, abolition, education, etc.
The American abolition movement grew
throughout the early and mid 19th Century,
uniting various religious, secular, and
political entities, and culminated in a Civil
War which would bring an end to the
practice of slavery in the United States.

As the United States became larger
geographically and more prosperous
economically, the nation attracted
immigrants from across Europe, which led
to new challenges and conflicts that
broadened the definition of American
identity while expanding democracy to
more levels of society.
